Lesson: Le prétérit simple et le prétérit en be + -ing page 74

Observe ces phrases : 1 The truck was pulling two fuel tanks.

2 The unit was leaking when they arrived.

4 While he was crossing the bridge, the driver realized his truck was too heavy.

Le prétérit en be+-ing s »emploie pour ‘décrire’ les circonstances d’un événement, d’une action. Il s’"emploie aussi
pour exprimer la simultanéité de deux actions au passé (phrase 3).

Le prétérit en be+-ing peut étre associé au prétérit simple. Le prétérit en be+-ing marque alors I'action qui est une
sorte de ‘décor’. Le prétérit simple marque une action plus ponctuelle qui intervient pendant que la premiéere se
déroule (phrase 2).

Le prétérit en be+-ing peut étre précédé de while si I'on veut insister sur le fait que I'on considére I'action dans sa
durée (phrase 4).
